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1. Materials:  notebook paper, black ink pens, pencils, 3-ring notebook (1 inch suggested), and a box of Kleenex.  It is also recommended that each student have his/her own jump drive.  Please have these in class as soon as possible.

2. Textbooks:  Springboard workbooks will be given to each student and utilized in the classroom. The workbook is available online as well; students will be given an access code the first week of school.  Instructions for accessing the book online will be posted on the blog.
3. English fees:  vocabulary.com, Springboard workbooks, and Springboard resources online (cobbga.springboardonline.org) - Cost is $15.00. Please have the correct change.  If you are paying by check, make checks payable to Pope High School.   Please pay the English fees by Friday, Aug. 9 if possible. (Most of you paid the fees during Fall Madness.) 
4. Parallel readings:  Students will read three novels that will parallel our in-class studies.  The following selections will be read this semester and must be obtained before we begin reading. 5. Make-Up Work:  The number of days to make up work for absences will be the total number of days the student is absent.
